GENERAL SECURITY RULES AND REGULATIONS
1. Keys, packages, articles for FED-X or UPS are not to be accepted by Guards from or to residents.  The only exceptions would be articles for the Office, the POA, or Condo Associations.

2. No one will be permitted access to the Condominium or the POA offices, except officers of the respective Condominium Association or the POA, Police and Fire Department Personnel.
3. The guardhouse is to be secured when the Guard is on patrol.

4. Trucks are not permitted on the brick, circular driveways.  Motor vehicles are not to be left unattended under the portico of the buildings as this area is for loading and unloading only.
5. All POA policy changes and/or directories will be issued only by the POA Board.
6. Access to the swimming pool area must be made through the buildings – no other access is allowed or permitted by either owners, tenants, guests, or visitors.  Violators must be reported to the POA Board.
7. Walking or cutting vegetation on the Dunes is not permitted; it is against the law.

8. There will be no solicitation or gratuity of any goods or services allowed on the POA property by any owner, tenant or visitor at any time, unless receiving prior permission from the POA Board of Directors.

SWIMMING POOL RULES AND REGULATIONS

1. Pool hours: Dawn to Dusk.
2. Smoking is prohibited.
3. Use at your own risk.  No lifeguard on duty.
4. Swimmers must shower before entering the pool.
5. All swimmers must wear appropriate swimwear.
6. Pool capacity is 24 persons.
7. Anyone under the age of 12 must have adult supervision.
8. Please do not swim if you are feeling ill.
9. No animals allowed in the pool area, except being carried from and to the beach.
10. No glass containers may be brought into the pool area.  No beverages or chairs are allowed within 4 feet of the pool edge and in the pool.
11. Food is prohibited within 4 feet of the pool edge and in the pool.
12. Commercially bottled water in plastic bottles is allowed on pool wet deck for patron hydration, as well as water bottles.
13. Do not swallow pool water.
14. No running or horseplay in the pool area.
15. Personal music is to be played through headphones only. 
16. No inflatable devices are allowed in the pools.
17. Individuals in or requiring diapers are prohibited from entering the pools.  

18. No diving, pool maximum depth is 6 feet.

SPA RULES AND REGULATIONS
1. Spa hours: Dawn to Dusk.

2. Smoking is prohibited.

3. Maximum temperature 105 degrees.

4. Maximum occupancy bathing load is 5 persons.
5. Anyone under the age of 12 must have adult supervision.

6. Shower before entering the spa.

7. Persons with a medical condition, or pregnant should not use the spa without first consulting a physician.

8. Please do not use the spa if you are feeling ill.

9. No glass containers allowed in the spa area.

10. No food or beverages in the spa area.

11. No animals in the spa area.

12. Commercially bottled water in plastic bottles is allowed on pool wet deck for pool patron hydration, as well as water bottles.

13. Persons shall not use the spa immediately following exercise or while under the influence of alcohol, or other drugs.
14. No diving, spa maximum depth is 3 feet.

SECURITY ADMITTANCE PROCEDURES

Guards will not allow entry to any guest, visitor, or service personnel who is not pre-registered with Security or the Building Office.  The only exception would be if the Guard could locate the owner or resident on site for verbal approval.

1. If a guest arrives at the gate with only a key to the unit and Security or the Building Office has no prior approval from the owner or resident of the unit, the guest will be politely denied admission until proper verification has been received.

2. After 11:00 PM, the Guard will no longer call the resident for approval of unexpected visitors.  It will be the responsibility of the resident to inform Security if guests are expected between the hours of 11:00 PM and 6:30 AM.  Exceptions will be made only in the event of an emergency.

3. If the owner or tenant is not in occupancy, a guest will not be allowed entry without prior approval of the Building Office or a member of the Board of Directors of the Condominium Association.

4. Service personnel, not pre-registered, will have to wait until Security obtains verbal authorization of the unit resident, or in the absence of the resident, the Building Office.

5. Contractors, service personnel, movers, and all related trades people will be allowed entry only during the hours listed below.  Except for emergency services and realtors (see #8. below), no contractors, service personnel, or related trades people will be allowed entry on Sundays, Independence Day, Labor Day, Memorial Day, Thanksgiving, the day after Thanksgiving, Christmas, or New Years Day.

A. For Building 1:  8:00 AM to 6:00 PM, Monday through Saturday (see Note).

B. For Building 2:  8:00 AM to 5:00 PM, Monday through Friday.

Note:  Saturday entry for Building 1 is permitted only if the Building Office is notified before noon on the preceding workday.  Deliveries to Building I permitted only between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:00 p.m., except for emergencies.
6. The Guard shall record the date and time of arrival of all contractors, service personnel, etc., and indicate the building and unit number.

7. Furniture move-ins or move-outs involving trucks or vans must be scheduled in advance by the owner or renter with the Building Office.  If notification of a furniture move (even during the hours specified) was not provided to Security, then Security has no authority to admit the van or truck until obtaining approval from the Building Office or a member of the Association’s Board of Directors.  Furniture moving shall be allowed entry only during the hours and days listed in 5 above.

8. With permission of the owner, real estate persons may show listed units from 8:00 AM to 5:00 PM, seven days per week.  If a realtor arrives without a key for a unit on Saturday or Sunday, they are not to be admitted unless a resident is on-site.  If arriving during the weekday without a key, they are to be admitted only with approval of resident or Building Office.

SECURITY ADMITTANCE PROCEDURES
9.  Residents arriving on-site with a motor home, camper, boat trailer are to be permitted to 
 enter parking lot (after being issued a temporary pass which identifies apt. unit), and are 
 to be allowed a reasonable period of time to unload personal belongings.  However, except
 in emergency situations or arrivals after 5:00 PM, these vehicles may not be parked in the
 parking lot overnight.

10. The Guard shall require compliance with such Parking Rules and Regulations adopted 
 by the POA Board of Directors.  Any continuing violations are to be reported to the POA
 Board of Directors.
11.  Owners should notify the building office and guards of the expected arrival of any guests,

 relatives, real estate personnel, renters and contractors.

PARKING LOT RULES AND REGULATIONS
All owners, renters, visitors, and operators of motor vehicles of any type are required to conform to and obey the following regulations:

1. No moving vehicle shall exceed the speed limit of 10 MPH.

2. All vehicles must come to a full stop at all stop signs.

3. Reciprocal caution, courtesy, and consideration shall be given by all drivers, walkers, skaters (roller blade or 4 wheel), and bikers.  Skateboarding in the parking area is prohibited at all times.

4. Vehicles requiring more than one parking space (boats, trailers, recreation vehicles, motor homes, campers, or similar types of vehicles) may not be parked in the parking lot, except that those initially arriving after 5:00 PM of any day may park such vehicles in the parking lot, in an area which does not interfere with the parking of other vehicles, until 5:00 PM the next day to permit unloading.  If items are attached to the top of vehicles needing a single parking space or in pick-up trucks and protrude past the rear bumper, the vehicle must park against the north or south wall for as long as that vehicle is in the parking lot.

5. All contractors and service personnel are required to park their vehicle in the west-most row facing A1A, and are prohibited from overnight parking.  Owner’s trucks are also restricted to park in the west-most row.  Open-bed trucks must either cover cargo in the bed or park in spaces that are not under a trellised space to the south (Building 1) or to the north (Building 2).  For safety reasons, vans, SUVs, and station wagons are encouraged to park in the two west-most rows.  Cars are strongly advised to utilize the two east-most rows, as a courtesy to trucks, vans, and SUVs.  Handicapped parking is provided at the ends of both buildings.
6. No repair work on motor vehicles may be performed in the parking area except emergency repairs.  “For Sale” signs shall not be displayed in or on any vehicle.  Commercial vehicles displaying a business name or trade cannot be parked overnight in the parking lot.

7. All vehicles must be parked front end in within the lines.  Handicapped parking must be observed.

8. The POA assumes no responsibility for damages to vehicles parked in the designated areas.  Non-operative, incorrectly parked or unlicensed vehicles shall be towed away at the owners’ expense, without notice, at the POA’s discretion.

9. Motorcycles shall be parked in their assigned area.

10. Violators of rules of POA or Condominium Associations will be ejected, barred from premises, towed, or subject to such other requirements as the Board of Directors may prescribe.

LONG-TERM PARKING REGULATIONS
Unit owners who use long term (over 30 days) parking privileges are required to conform to the following regulations:

1. Cars are to be parked either against the north wall or the south wall.

2. Keys to the vehicles are to be left with the guards if emergencies arise and the cars have to be moved.  All such keys are to be stored in the key box on a numbered hook, and owners ID is to be recorded in key log book using established format.

3. Cars must be parked battery-side out in the event batteries will no longer start the vehicle and jumper cables are required for starting (cars with batteries in front engine compartment are to be backed in; cars with batteries in rear compartment are to be parked front in).

4. Greater visibility of these long-term parked cars will provide more effective security.
